The Way of the Cross: This is a centuries-old Christian tradition that traces the last hours of 
Jesus’ life.  In this Lenten season of prayer and fasting, following His last steps is a pilgrimage 
that will deepen our love and appreciation for the staggering sacrifice He made for our redemp-
tion and prepare us for the overwhelming joy we experience as we celebrate His resurrection  
on Easter Sunday.  There are thirteen crosses placed in the garden, each with art portraying a  
particular event leading to Jesus’ death beginning with His betrayal by Judas in the Garden of 
Gethsemane to His death and burial in the new tomb of Joseph of Arimathea.  At the entrance  
of the garden there is a guide with scripture and meditation for each station of the Cross.  As  
you follow this path of devotion, it is certain that you will be rewarded with an even greater  
understanding of the magnitude of His sacrifice for our ransom from sin.
